· Math (MTH) 2310: Linear Algebra
· Computer Science (CSC) 1300: Computer Science I
Teacher Licensure Course Options:
· Statistics (STS) 2120: Statistics in Application
· Instead of CSC 1300, Teacher Licensure candidates can enroll in either:
· Physics (PHY) 2010: General Physics I; or,
· Physics (PHY) 2210: University Physics I
· Sociology (SOC) 2430: Sociology of Education (Society)

Additional Course Options:
· World Language course as needed, based on World Language placement result
· Studies in the Arts & Sciences course from Expression, Civilization, Society, or Science/Analysis lab course

Your goal is to register for 16-18 semester hours for the upcoming semester, with 17 semester hours being the most common course load.
Alternate classes are critical so plan for at least 8 classes of interest that can be taken in your first semester or would be of interest for a future term.
